Though not a lawbook, Hutchinson's history of
Massachusetts-say includes valuable information on
the colony’s early legal history.  at the time of
publication, Hutchinson, the great-great grandson of
ANNEe Hutchinson, was a Lieutenant Governor of
Massachusetts. He would later become covernor and
was known for his belief in parliamentary supremacy,
He was sent to England on a condiliatory mission and
ultimately stayed for the remainder of his life,
watching from abroad as his native colony became
an independent state.

independence printer, and before the
Revolution, he published the patriot
newspaper The Massachusetts spy
The offices for the spy were
umored to be a meeting place of
the sons of Liberty. In addition to
Nis accomplisnments as a printer and
patriot, Thomas also founded the
AMerican antiquarian  sodiety.  He
printed  the  montesquieu  and
slackstone volumes seen above.




Isaiah Thomas was the
leading publisher in the
decades following the Revolu-
tionary War.
